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This is, I hope, a comprehensive report relating to the Meeting on 9th November 2007 between Eric J Miller, Life Honorary Member of the “The Association of Ex-Tablers’ Clubs”, Past President and holder of many other positions in the GB Association. Beat Berger, Past International President, Holder of the Award of Merit 41 INTERNATIONAL Past National President Switzerland and Bob Parton current 41 INTERNATIONAL Secretary and Treasurer, Past President Old Tablers Deutschland. Eric Miller’s History Documentation will make interesting reading for many, I hope also for you.
I am distributing these documents to all Members of 41 INTERNATIONAL, an association for Ex-Tablers’ because it has Historical value. Much information about the early years leading to the formation of 41 INTERNATIONAL. It should help many of us to fill in the missing gaps and maybe improve our association if we adopt the principles and adapt to develop our clubs on the original successful ideas.

Discussion with Eric Miller, Beat Berger and Bob Parton

9th November 2007
Held at 78, Station Road, Harpenden and at the Skew Bridge Public House in Harpenden.

Present were Joan and Eric Miller, Life Honorary Member, Past President and Past Archivist of The Association of Ex-Tabler Clubs GB, Beat Berger, Past International President and current Archivist 41 INTERNATIONAL; Bob Parton current 41 INTERNATIONAL Secretary and Treasurer .

In reverence to this special day even Our Father above presented us with a wonderful late autumn day with brilliant sunshine and a cloudless sky, it was a good start to this memorable meeting. Eric (Miller) illustrated how the 41 Club started and talked about our aims from the early years.

Eric (Miller) has three interests in his life. They are the history of small-bore shooting, both at national level (from 1901) and county (from 1926) level; Round Table and “41” and local history.

 He has compiled two books on the history and winners of his entire county’s Hertfordshire, small-bore shooting trophies to date, on “41” he has written the history of his own club now in its 41st year, and a local history he wrote the local history from 1973 to the present day. In all three cases he has had many articles published, mostly of a historical nature. 
We spoke at length about the start of 41 Club, the very beginning was a few retiring Round Tablers or rejects as they are sometimes known, joined together in 1936 in Liverpool under Chairman R.H.Roberts they met for lunch on the first Tuesday of every month and in winter 3 times in the evening, they were open to all Ex-Tablers not just those from their old RT Club number 8, then Wolverhampton Notables ( it was a pun- No Tables) were formed in 1938 by a few over-forties: “no rule nor regulation that was ever conceived could dictate what companionship meant.”
Without ever having published up to this period a GB Magazine contact and information did not spread, that information was not passed on is evident, because on 13th April 1939 a London Old Tablers Society was formed apparently oblivious to the fact that the others existed up North   This title of course became Einhart (Melzer’s’) baby and he eventually, used it for  the name of “his” club in Germany 
He then showed us his 41 files starting with the magazine and he had a copy of all the issues from the very first in 1949. The Associations magazine started in 1949 and became known as The Hinge when Sheffield took over the editorship in 1955. He went on to show us the records of the formation of the Badge from 1948.

The badge adopted in 1950 consisted of the figures “41” in gold on a white background, set below a setting/rising sun (note the two different types of sun rays), the official explanation being “the sun in the badge has straight and curly rays, representing a setting and rising sun, which is intended to denote the ending of one life in Round Table and the beginning of another in the Ex-Tablers’ Club.”

A design for the badge, incorporating the Round Table badge and “XLI” was produced by the Eastbourne club in 1948 but was not adopted because Round Table claimed their badge was copyright and “XL” was the name of an ale (beer) brewed in Blackpool by Catterall & Swarbricks, ( whether their objection was because of fear of being sued, or a fear of being reminded of over-indulgence, is not recorded, although this might have been a good reference to us after I consider all of the Beer that I must have drank over the years at 41 Club events. Comment .BP) 

They decided at the end in 1949 for the badge split in half horizontally the top half represented a glorious sun and the bottom half read simply and modestly 41
Eric then showed us his set of the International Magazine which he had collected over the years, He has every copy since 2000 with a few earlier copies including copies of Issues number 1 and 2. Beat (Berger) was not sure if he had all but confirmed that he had many. Eric (Miller) then went on to explain the make up of the links in the chain, from April 1955 until today the North and South cardinals pass from over and then under the chain , the east and west cardinals passing from under and then over.

On the Original badge ( logo) in the loop of the chain the top chain went over the link and again over the link the rest then were the next over and under until it reached the East link where it had to correct itself and went under and under to correct the balance of the chain. This design was then abolished for the design of the current badge with links going over the link and under for the 8 Links in the chain. The original badge used to have the name in the chain and when this was removed they got it all mixed up that is how the problem became known. This current badge dates from 1955. In drawing it, the designer (the daughter of a Southend-on-Sea 41er) made an error in drawing the north link of the chain which she corrected when drawing the east link of the chain. As such, it was impossible in practice to construct such a link. In 1986 our Extension Officer, an Engineer by profession, could not accept this linkage and redrew it so that the chain could be constructed in practice. The original logo had the Associations name on the outer ring showing the north cardinal point going behind the north link but following the removal of the Associations name from the logo when first produced as a button-hole badge in 1955, the badge got twisted so that the east cardinal became the north cardinal and entered the link from in front. That’s how it is today.
Because of the unique nature of the chain in the original badge, the position of the cardinal points and their shading, it was possible to print the badge in eight different ways ( of which four were as mirror images), only one of which was correct. Following the redrawing in 1986 it is still possible to print it in four different ways! Hence the variety of badges given in Appendix 3 of Eric’s Compendium of 41 Officers. ( Badges; see page 56)
Eric (Miller) then presented us with a copy of the menu card of the very first Conference signed by all the members present and dated 12th-13th May 1945 four days after the end of the second world war, the menu was Sardines on Toast followed by Cold Meats and Salad and Dessert of Ice-Cream and Cream, Coffee cheese and biscuits, entertained by Rayner Watson a Comedian, C.Stead a Baritone and  C.A.Scott on the piano. The biggest entertainer however turned out to be  Freddie Firth who was a Butcher and they did not have cold meats but they were served with Roast Chicken and only after the meal did he tell them that they had eaten Rabbit for the meal and not chicken.  (Table has not changed) Whether or not they tried to find a stripper was never recorded, but there is certainly no mention of it on the menu card (maybe Table has changed?)
Rising to his feet, the Chairman of the Wakefield 41 Club , S.W. Shoesmith, plugged his home town unblushingly, pointing out that in the Middle Ages it was twice the size of Leeds and had had a Cathedral since 633 A.D. In proposing a toast to the Mayor, Councillor E.Slater, he paraded a few random statistical facts about His Worship: he was the 73rd Mayor, stood 5 feet 5 inches tall and weighed 2528 ounces. One wonders why they bothered to book a comedian!

The Mayor, picking up where S.W.Shoesmith left off, wanted to know whether the 41 Club was so named because a man didn’t reach the age of discretion until he was forty-one, and expressed his delight – or relief – that members were not kicked out at forty-two. He then corrected his esteemed host about the business of being the 73rd mayor. Wrong: he was the 100th, as some had held the office twice.
No records existed of this supper until, suddenly 50 years after the event someone found some documents in a Garage, here they found  the minutes book where a record had be made of those present and a report was signed in the book. The copy of the minutes of the inaugural meeting, which is signed as a true copy at the first AGM a year later in 1946 it was in fact a carbon copy, the top copy having been mislaid.
What is particularly interesting is why do we call it “The Association of 41 Clubs” this title was disputed “no” they said let us call it the Association of Old Tablers Clubs this was also disputed because someone said, but it is not recorded “we are not old and we are not past it” and we finished up with the “National Association of Ex-Tablers Clubs” this was accepted with just one person voting against. It linked together whatever the name or title those clubs formed by ex-Tablers for the purpose of continuing the friendship created within RTBI.
Eric (Miller) showed us a copy of the original rules, all on one page; he commented that they are not on one page anymore.

Eric (Miller) used to keep details of clubs on Index Cards which he had always found so easy and quick to use when asked questions. In all, Eric had index cards for about 1250 clubs. Over a period of 12 years (1980 – 1992) which he prepared in two categories one alphabetical and the other chronological. Andy Waite (GB) even put them all  on the net at that time.
41 clubs were given numbers, as they were affiliated, until 1950. During the War, the age rule for Round Tablers was suspended so very few 41 clubs were formed and affiliated to the Association, formed in 1945. After April 1948, as Tablers were now being “thrown out” again, more 41 clubs were formed and affiliated. But Round Table was suspicious that GB might become the Senior Round Table Association so, to allay their fears, GB then resolved to do nothing that they had to do, such as giving numbers. So GB stopped publishing club numbers (although for some years, numbers were still allocated, but not published, for administrative reasons. Their allocation was haphazard and finally dropped in 1972)
Eric (Miller) had worked in Forensic Science with the Police Force; there you had to be precise, that is his background and that is why his records are so immaculate. He has devoted to his life a sort of, as Joan his wife calls it, “pigeon hole access” everything is very carefully related. He then went into a further Government body “Ministry of Technology” and here got involved with research Associations getting involved with setting rules ,regulations and articles.
When he became Secretary of the Association in 1981 he started to keep 2 files one for the official records and one for himself and as early as 1982 he got involved with Rules, originally in French with the misfortune that the translation of the French Rules was not the same as the English version. He was able to show us the minutes from 5th February 1983 when the GB objected, once again, to the French introducing, yet again their wish to allow Non ex-Tablers to join the organisation. But unfortunately they did not change, they still have not.
We discovered that in 1982 it was agreed by everybody that every Association should send to the Board and all other Associations 6 Copies of their current Directories! That has also never happened.

In 19th October 1982 we found Documentation whereby Eric (Miller) who was President at the time of the formation of Club41 Suisse, also we saw the documentation of the welcome to the Indians into the GB Association, from Bangladesh was also an application to join GB, but they have never joined their ranks, they were of course APEX and not Round Table.

Beat (Berger) raised the point about APEX being able to join 41 International but Eric (Miller) was not aware of any discussions on this point. About 5-6 years ago there was some reference at Board level but the information was that the were not allowed into 41.
It was recorded that in Schaffhausen, Switzerland on 3rd November 1984 it was proposed we should produce an official directory in Courier therefore no directories should exist before that date.
The first directory did not appear until four years later, in 1988. Also in 1984 in the year that Einhart Melzer was International President they agreed to write the rules in 4 or 5 different languages. Einhart (Melzer) then sent his German Rules, Articles as the Continentals like to call them, for Eric (Miller) to review, it was at this time that Eric (Miller) explained to Einhart (Melzer) about the translation problems and differences with the French against the English rules. Thank goodness that now the rules have to be in English says Eric (Miller) stopping any confusion. In various letters to and from Germany and even Eric (Miller) suggested to Einhart (Melzer) some changes to the German version of the rules. In 1985 comments were passed about the excessive expenditure in 41 INTERNATIONAL which Eric (Miller) feels was an important reason why GB eventually left 41 INTERNATIONAL.

In 1985 there was a real fear that 41 INTERNATIONAL was moving away from its original function, Round Table is controlled from the Board down. Whereas 41 INTERNATIONAL is controlled upwards from the clubs.
Eric (Miller) then showed us 4 scrapbooks relating to his year as President of GB, every meeting and Event is recorded in his Diary, today if any club rings him up he can relate to them exactly where on which day he had visited them in 1984!!

We then went onto the comprehensive list that Eric (Miller) had about the trophies that were presented at the GB AGM’s particular reference to the Jim Parkes Brass Aeroplane that has been lost; replaced by the Tom Hodge-Victor Michitsch Biplane Award which is a trophy which the Germans tend to think it belongs to them, having won it for the last few years, however the original trophy was called “The 14 By-Plane European Travel Award” and was a brass model of a bi-plane until it was “mislaid” and replaced in 2001 by the wooden one that exists today.  Also in Germany, is the Iain Kelso AGM participation Trophy which Eric (Miller) calls for short “The Kelso Quaich”. Quaich is the name given to a particular form of a Scottish drinking vessel. All documented in the finest detail in the files in Harpenden.  
Many of the articles that Eric (Miller) had written were used as a basis for the information in the GB Book presented for the 60th Anniversary of The Association of Ex-Tablers’ Clubs

“Continued Friendship, sixty years of FortyOne” copies available through Ken Boden (GB).
We then saw detail of how our original Motto came into being, it was first taken up by Liverpool Club who altered the wording to “ May the Hinges of Friendship never grow rusty the Association adopted the original Scottish form (but not spelling) in 1952:
May the hinges o’ freendship never rust.

Nor the wings o’ luve lose a feather
This was written in the Scottish form and therefore the words of Friendship and of love are written differently by Scottish people. 
Eric (Miller) presented us a complete documentation of the history is from the GB Associations point of view but highlights the starting years of 41 INTERNATIONAL. 
Beat and Esther (Berger), Bob (Parton) thanked Eric and Joan (Miller) for their hospitality and the information which had been so freely passed onto us.

THE ASSOCIATION OF EX-TABLERS' CLUBS

Our Association and International
by Eric J Miller

Foreword: This detailed account, in three Parts, was prepared from information in the Association's magazine, supplemented by reference to recent but incomplete sets of the Minutes of the Association's Annual General Meetings, to 41 International's Annual Directory, to the "Courier" and to personal memories.

My thanks go to Past Presidents Jack Hallam for scrutinising Part 1 and to David Woodworth, for both scrutinising and contributing to Parts 2 and 3.

Part 1 - Before June 1975

Formed as the "National Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs" by four English clubs in 1945, our Association had increased in membership to nine before the first club from the other Home Countries affiliated. This was Belfast in 1948. lt was also in 1948 that we had our first enquiry from an overseas club, from Denmark, which club being formed in 1950.

Ten years passed before the next Home Country was represented, by Wrexham in Wales in 1958. Two years later our first Scottish Club, Dundee, joined in 1960.

In the meantime our first overseas club, from South Africa, had affiliated. The 41 Club of Salisbury (Southern Rhodesia) affiliated on 1 February 1956. A year later our first Continental club, Groningen of the Netherlands, joined on 11 March 1957. Two years later we had our second South African club, the "41" Club of Port Elizabeth, which affiliated on 20 July 1959, followed a year later by Lusaka (Northern Rhodesia) on 4 July 1960 and by Bulawayo (Southern Rhodesia) two month's later on 24 August 1960.

Now that we had clubs in membership from overseas, it was the view of the Port Elizabeth Club that we should recognise the fact that we were "International" in character by changing the title of our Association accordingly. Their proposal led to a lengthy discussion at our Annual General Meeting on 23 April 1960 when it was decided, with typical British modesty, that it was perhaps too ambitious to call ourselves the "International Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs" but we could effectively achieve the same by removing "National" from our title. This we did.

But it was not enough. Some months after his visit to the Winschoten Club for its inauguration on 20 August 1962 when, apparently, he addressed the meeting in near-perfect Dutch, President George Towell wrote "Recently I visited Holland....when I found the general attitude of our Dutch friends was that they were not prepared at this stage to form a Dutch Association and that, having affiliated to our own, they regarded our Association as an 'International Association' and, indeed, at frequent intervals addressed me as 'International President'....People were present from Berlin, Hamburg and Bremen and they are endeavouring to set up Clubs in those towns, and their attitude also was to regard our Association as the "Parent" body. ...I recommend, therefore, that we seriously consider ourselves as an international organisation."

A couple of years later "The Hinge" No 32 of Summer 1964 reported that "There now seems to be a very growing interest in the Ex-Tablers' movement on the Continent. Eight Clubs are now formed in France who has their own Association. Switzerland is another country where Clubs are also being formed and interest shown in Germany, Austria and the Scandinavian countries. The possibility of an International Association being formed to link these National Associations together is being considered by Council and a Sub-Committee has been appointed to look into the question."

From articles and letters in "The Hinge" it was clear that others abroad considered us to be an international organisation. As Ray Adams wrote from Salisbury, Rhodesia early in 1967, "As far as the future is concerned it would seem that extension of 41 Clubs will follow the same pattern as Round Table did. Overseas clubs newly formed will in the early stages affiliate to the Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs (or 41 Clubs International, as it may be called at some later date) or to the National Association of an adjacent country, until such time as they have sufficient clubs to form their own National Association."

And this is what was happening. By 1967, 34 clubs had affiliated to our Association from seven overseas countries. Even the French Association, which had been formed in 1961 and was 13 clubs strong, had affiliated. When formed, to bolster numbers the French included a national rule that allowed "friends of ex-Tablers" to join. When that Association indicated, in 1966, that they wished to join us, we made it clear that we could accept them only if they rescinded that particular non-Ex​Tablers rule. This they agreed to do and so affiliated on 29 September 1967. The previous year we had elected our first overseas Councillor, Be Dommering of the Winschoten Club and at our Annual Conference in Folkestone on 22 April 1967 we held an informal discussion on international relationships with German, French and Dutch representatives (the South African delegate unfortunately having to leave beforehand). "The need to strengthen the bonds of friendship between Ex-Tablers in all countries was agreed to be our main objective and the best method of attaining this was sought. lt was emphasised that our Association has been for some years an international one and any Ex-Tablers' Club in whatever country can affiliate on exactly the same terms as a British club....As to the more distant future the development of international relationships in '41' will no doubt expand, more or less slowly. The present arrangement, whereby our Association is international, will probably continue until such time as each country has its own National Association. At that stage it might be possible to develop an Ex-Tablers International formed by delegates from each National Association, but this, of course, is a long way ahead." Thus wrote David Morrison, President 1967-68.

The Sub-Committee reported. lt recommended that an "Ex-Tablers' International should be set up, at any rate in embryo form for the time being....In principle the idea is that the various National Associations would affiliate to ' Ex-Tablers' International ' and not to our Association, although its headquarters would be for the time being with Arthur [Blackwell] in Bristol."

Approval of this suggestion was given at our Annual General Meeting on 27 April 1968 at Bristol. "This has evolved from the fact of the French Clubs and their Association joining us and now with the South African Clubs (and Rhodesia) having formed their own Association and still wish to have links with our Association....After discussion it was agreed that such a Body should be formed in order that other Associations of kindred spirits, could possibly eventually join, such as the K.40 Clubs in Canada (after Kinsman) and the after Apex Clubs if and when formed, and have their own Associations. Our own Association would still retain its title 'Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs' although the new Association would be 'International Association of 41 Clubs'. Clubs from overseas might still, if they wished, also be Members of our own Association."

And so the International Association of 41 Clubs was formed on 27 April 1968.

Its purpose was "to create a loose link between all 'national' associations as they are formed and to strengthen the bonds of friendship and fellowship between 41ers in all countries....Not, in any way as a controlling body. lt is intended that the Association should have a wide aspect so that all kindred 41 associations, e.g. Ex-Apex and Ex-Kinsman, etc., could also affiliate should they wish....lt is not thought necessary to have an international H.Q. as a separate entity as it is considered our present office facilities in Bristol will suffice for administrative purposes for the time being. Likewise no separate officers will be appointed."

Overseas clubs continued to join our Association. The South African Association, formed a few weeks earlier on 5 April 1968, although not affiliating, wished to retain close contact and were content for over half their clubs to remain affiliated to our Association. The German Association, 
when formed on 31 May 1969 had a rule whereby any club joining it had also to join our Association and even the French, now 40 or so clubs strong, remained affiliated. No approaches are recorded as having come from either Ex-Apex or Ex-Kinsmen clubs.

Nevertheless, this set-up appeared to satisfy the wishes in particular of France and Germany. At an informal "International" meeting at our Blackpool Conference on 25 April 1970, when current arrangements were reviewed, both the French President Serge Besset and the German President Einhart Melzer were "more than pleased with the present arrangements and they could not see that any further efforts would be needed for some few years yet." A year later at our Brighton Annual Conference on 24 April 1971 Einhart Melzer confirmed his contentment with the arrangements whilst the French President George de Farcy commented that "His Association needed the English Association's help, faith and regular contact - any and all channels must be kept open." Our Arthur Blackwell summed up by saying "From this it appears that the original plans and hopes of a truly international 'link up' were slowly emerging into fact, and that as each country grows in strength they may follow the examples of France and Germany in forming their own National Associations. Certainly for the last two or three years our Conferences are becoming more and more International, much to the interest and enjoyment of us all." To emphasise the latter remarks that year the first of a series of "Deutsche Seite" appeared in "The Hinge".

So far as the French were concerned, the situation was not as it seemed. At their Annual General Meeting at Le Havre on 17 May 1969, their Vice-President "exposed the necessity to establish an international directory." Indeed, it appears that one evening during our Conference in Jersey on 22 April 1972 at which Jack Newey was elected our Association President, he was informed by Claude Laroux, the French President, of the feeling that "it was the 'democratic' wish that every country, having a representative National Organisation, had equal powers and rights within a real international organisation."

Nevertheless, at the Chairmen's Meeting on 11 November 1972, in welcoming visitors from overseas President Jack Newey said, in respect of our 638 clubs in 14 countries, that "We are truly international, not only in thought but in deed....The Headquarters of International Association of 41 Clubs uses the same offices as our Association, and you will have noticed our Hinge is gradually developing into an international magazine. No separate officers have been appointed but my feeling is that if this link between nationals is to become really effective, frequent personal contacts have to be made....At some time (in the future) the National Association must contemplate a separate set of officers with the International Association's with international Conferences." lt was during that year that both the Indian Association and the first Belgian Club, Louvain, were formed and affiliated to us. lt was also when Be Dommering of Winschoten (Netherlands), having completed his six years as a Councillor, was succeeded by Einhart Melzer of Berlin (Germany) whilst the following year Willy Poulet of Louvain (Belgium) become our second Councillor from an overseas club.

But this approach did not appeal to the French. They withdrew from our Association and promptly re-instated their Rule that allowed non Ex-Tablers to join their clubs.

The following spring, at our Annual Conference on 28 April 1973 in York, the question arose as to whether to form a separate international organisation or to keep the status quo by simply attaching the various overseas national clubs to the existing British organisation. Two months' later, at the French Annual General Meeting in Strasbourg, a discussion arose as to whether to form, in Brussels the following December, an international study group to establish the status of a future international organisation. President Ken Wickenden, our representative at Strasbourg, took the view that in our "Association we have already established this principle over the past seven years and see no need at present to create a new administration with the extra officers and expense that would inevitably be incurred." But our view did not prevail and the decision was taken to go ahead with the Brussels meeting.

Ken Wickenden went on to report that, at that Strasbourg meeting "The question of admittance of non-Tablers to French clubs, particularly those small groups in formation, (the figure is estimated at 2%) was put to the test. On an opinion vote only and after very strong speeches both for and against, a show of hands gave 17 to allow non-Tablers to join, 5 abstentions and 33 against admittance of any but Ex-Tablers."

At our Council meeting held on 4 November 1973, when opening a discussion on International Affairs, Ken Wickenden "reported on meetings, letters and discussions he had had with the French President relating with some concern that it was still possible for non Ex-Tablers to be members of the French Association. The French President had stated, however, that this position would be rectified by 1975, and after that date no more non Ex-Tablers would be allowed into the French Association". Ken Wickenden added that he had taken a hard line with the French Association with particular reference to the 2% of that Association who were non Ex-Tablers" which led to a query by one Council member as to how many non Ex-Tablers were there in our own Association whilst another suggested that "we ought to investigate the position with our own clubs again with regard to non Ex-Tablers". The debate concluded with the Council agreeing "that the President should be given carte blanche [in the] discussion at the meeting to be held in Brussels", at the same time stressing "the point that it was essential that our own house should be put in order."

The meeting in Brussels, held on 1 and 2 December 1973, was attended by a strong delegation from this Association, consisting of President Ken Wickenden, Vice-President Couper Wilkie, Association Secretary Neville Wetherell and Extension Officer Michael Matthews, as well as the National Committee of the French Association, representatives from the Belgian Association and the German President, backed up by one Past German President. The purpose of the meeting was "how best to implement a French Suggestion to inaugurate an International 41 Group to comprise in effect all ex-members of World Council who are now over 40." lt was chaired by Willy Poulet, a newly elected Councillor of our Association and President of the Belgian Association, founded earlier that year. In the unexplained absence of the "Hired Translator", the task was undertaken by a Belgian who, we concluded, tended rather to include his own views in the translations which were somewhat biased towards the French point of view!

At the following meeting of our Council on 9 February 1974 President Ken Wickenden reported on that meeting, saying that "Many opinions were voiced, we had many arguments and consumed three bottles of vintage beverage. Casting aside all the doubts, the possibilities and the unknown we resolved by the early hours of the Sunday morning on a six point agenda for further discussion/action to take place at Bordeaux (Ed: later changed to Le Touquet) in June 1975. Ex‑
Apex, Ex-Kin, Ex-20-30 plus Ex-Table Associations will be circulated and also our overseas club membership where no National Association exists at present....the outcome we trust will be that a world-wide organisation of 41 will emerge." However, it was the view of Vice-President Couper Wilkie, who "attended the shambles at Brussels", that Ken Wickenden "pushed the French rather far ... and they dug in " so that "we seem to be back to Square 1."

The 6-point agenda was:

BASIS OF RULES FOR CONSIDERATION.

1. Rules - Membership

2. One meeting per year at a National Conference.

3. No International Officers yet.

4. No International expense.

5. Minimum of work for Secretary.

6. To co-ordinate the affairs of 41 International to embrace contacts in travel, Friendship world-wide - and to exchange information.

"This proposition has only been drafted to serve as a basis for discussion and is in no way intended to impose the ideas on anyone".

In the Annual Report for 1973-1974 to the Association, Michael Matthews, Extension Officer, wrote "Some of your Officers attended a meeting convened at Brussels in December 1973 and reported to your Council at its meeting on the 9th February 1974. This related to the desire of France '41' to establish a separate International Association as had been approved at their Annual General Meeting at Strasbourg 1973. Also discussed was the suggestion at the Brussels meeting that there be an Association of Ex-World Council Affiliated Clubs....Your Council considered at length. lt recommends that neither be adopted, believing the great majority of members, wherever their club exists, acknowledge this Association as at present constituted to be truly representative of an International Association, and that no further Association need be established."

At our Annual General Meeting two month's later in Edinburgh, on 27 April 1974, "The French President Andre Bonnafe told Conference that there were now 100 clubs in France, but they could not recognise our Association as being International. In their view the Association is in essence the British National Association. The French Association - which is not affiliated to our Association - wishes to see a separate International Organisation established and Andre suggested that each National Association should hold its own Conference and, by agreement one such Conference each year should also be designated the International Conference". He was supported in these remarks by Willy Poulet who had, by then, resigned as a Councillor from our Association. lt was at this Meeting that we elected, as our Vice-President, Einhart Melzer, our German Councillor, "a move which seemed to suggest an international atmosphere".

In his report on the French Conference which he attended in Samur in June 1974 President Couper Wilkie wrote "The impression I gained was that France treated the formation of a separate international association as a fait accompli and that we, the Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs, would henceforth merely become a national association. All that was now necessary was to agree the rules some time later in Paris [at a meeting to be held on 23 November 1974] and finalise everything in Touquet at L' Assemblee Nationale on the 14th/15th June 1975. To me it seems a pity that the country which thought of the wonderful idea of ex-Tablers' clubs should no longer control its world wide destiny. Anyone interested?"

Although we, supported by the Germans, still fostered our International Association of 41 Clubs, the French, aided by the Belgians, were determined that their 41 International should become a fact. Since its formation in 1968 no national association or club had specifically joined our International Association of 41 Clubs. Overseas clubs had continued to affiliate to our Association whilst the newly-formed Indian Association and one of its clubs had joined us for just one year in 1972. With news of the likelihood of a rival 41 international association being formed, the South African clubs were no longer renewing their membership with us. In short, the International Association of 41 Clubs had had no takers. lt was still-born.

This being the situation, at our Council Meeting on 29 September 1974 it was decided to propose that "International" be added to the Association's title. Immediately prior to the Chairmen's Meeting in London on 16 November 1974, an Extraordinary General Meeting of the Association was held at which this motion was put. lt was rejected.

The following day, at its meeting on 17 November 1974, Council finally had to make up its mind. From the discussion Jack Hallam, a fairly newly elected Councillor, concluded that the general feeling seemed to be "We will have nothing to do with this proposed new International body - we will not attend the Paris meeting" despite the very clear indication by the French, supported by the Belgians, that a new body would be formed, come what may. Believing that the time had come for an opposite view to be expressed, Jack intervened with "If we opt out now, future Ex-Tablers may not thank us for doing so." Slowly the meeting came round to his point of view and eventually agreed to send a delegation consisting of President Couper Wilkie and Jack Hallam to the Paris meeting a week later. They were mandated to emphasise that Council could not agree to the rules of the proposed new International Association.

lt was at this Council meeting that our Vice-President Einhart Melzer, in a lengthy statement, offered his resignation. Einhart explained that when the German Association was formed, it was agreed that all German clubs had to be members of our Association because they never doubted our international character. Doubts emerged, however, when our representatives attended the meeting in Brussels in December 1973 to discuss the formation of another international organisation. The Germans saw no reason for another. The turning point came at Samur in June 1974 when our President Ken Wickenden and Vice-President Couper Wilkie agreed basically on the formation of a new international organisation and Couper Wilkie, without the prior authority of our Council, signed the respective document to that effect. This caused the Germans to query, for the first time, whether we were just a British Association or was truly international. So on 7 October 1974 at Saarbrucken at their Extraordinary General Meeting they agreed that "Old Tablers Germany as a national Organisation is ready to join an International Association according to the pattern of World Council of Young Men's Service Clubs (WOCO) no matter whether this is achieved by change of present statutes [of our Association] or by forming up a new International organisation." The former was a possibility, especially as Couper Wilkie had assured Gunter Dietrich, the German President, that the statutes of our Association would be changed in that direction, thus allowing the Germans to remain in our Association. However, Einhart felt that he couldn't and wouldn't fight for this idea as it would imply to others that he was supporting it simply to become our President in 1975. If he did support the suggestion, "Could you imagine my situation if the German friends should decide to join another International Association...?".

There followed a lengthy discussion when attempts were made to get Einhart Melzer to change his mind. In the end it was agreed to delay accepting his resignation until the subject had been further considered at the next Council meeting in February 1975. And, as already stated, the proposed change in the Association's status had been rejected by the Extraordinary General Meeting.

The following weekend, Jack (accompanied by his wife) travelled by boat and rail to Paris, arriving in good time for the meeting at 66 Champs Elysees on Saturday 23 November 1974. Here he joined two delegates each from Germany and Belgium and three from France, together with Henry Gill of France, acting as interpreter. Couper Wilkie, who had decided to travel by air, sat for hours in a plane at Heathrow as they could not close the door and finally arrived mid-afternoon, by which time the meeting had more or less agreed on what had to be done!

At the February 1975 meeting of our Council, President Couper Wilkie said "Of our meeting in Paris, Jack Hallam has prepared a very correct and full report and I could not improve on it". (The report appears in "The Hinge" No 53 [April 1975] pages 13 to 17.)

Introducing his report, Jack pointed out that "our overseas friends thanked us for teaching them to crawl and then to walk but now they want to run....it was soon clear that France and Belgium were determined to have '41 International' and that the Germans would go along with them on this. The French said they regretted the suspicion with which their proposals had been received in Britain ....it was not their wish to supplant the Association and it was definitely not their wish that '41 International' should be an expensive luxury. They also wished to acknowledge what British leadership in the past had done for Round Table and '41' and their proposal that, if '41 International' came into being the first President should come from Britain was warmly supported by Germany and Belgium" So far, no approach had been made to other Ex-WOCO organisations. "Therefore, on the basis only that we would take back proposals for consideration by Council which, if it saw fit would make a recommendation to the Harrogate AGM, we agreed to look at the draft Articles." This was done, the draft going through very substantial amendment, both at the meeting and afterwards, before being acceptable to Council.

Michael Matthews, Extension Officer, gave his overall views on the whole matter in rather scathing terms. His proposal a year ago that clubs should be consulted had been thrown out by Council. There had been constant delays in taking a decision on this subject, mainly because some members of Council did not wish to have anything to do with International or World Council. lt was clear from what Jack Hallam had reported that, come what may, an International Association would be formed, whether we liked it or not. Personally he had always been in favour of an International

Association, subject to clarification as to where the cost will lie and, for that reason alone, not to extend into an ex-World Council. Following the special meeting of Council at Stockport, he had drafted, as a first basis for consideration, variations to our Rules to establish our own International Association within the framework of our own Association. The Officers' meeting prior to the 1974 Extraordinary General Meeting became a shambles because of opposition to the Stockport decisions. The Extraordinary General Meeting also was a shambles.

Our President concluded the debate by saying that subsequently he had received an invitation to attend the "very important A.G.M. in Le Touquet where International 41 WILL BE BORN (their words, my translation and my capital letters)....I have it on tape. The French, the Belgians and the Germans all say "You gave us Round Table, you gave us Ex-Tablers' Clubs, now give us 41 International". He urged the Council to do just that.

Our Annual General Meeting held on 3 May 1975 at Harrogate was attended by the Presidents of the French, Belgian and German 41 Associations. Before it was a recommendation from Council that "the Association should join with Clubs 41 France, Old Tablers Germany and 41 Clubs Belgium as Founder Members of 41 International."

Very mixed views were expressed by clubs in the ensuring debate. "The President then called on upon Council Member Jack Hallam of Derby to give the corporate views of the Council in presenting this recommendation to the Annual General Meeting. In a most moving and detailed statement Jack [who, at the time was suffering from a very heavy cold] gave the delegates a full account of the negotiations that had taken place over the year and referred particularly to the meeting held in Paris with the other associations referred to in the recommendation...The wish of all attending that meeting had been that friendships should be maintained and strengthened...lt was not their wish that 41 International should be an expensive luxury. They wished to acknowledge what British leadership in the past had done for Round Table and 41 by the proposal that if 41 International came into being the first President should come from Britain." He asked the meeting to endorse the recommendation of the Council. This was carried, with acclamation, by 87 votes in favour to 1 against.

On Saturday 14 June 1975 at Le Touquet, delegates from the four Associations met with the sole purpose of inaugurating 41 International. Our delegation consisted of President Michael Matthews, immediate Past President Couper Wilkie, Past President Ken Wickenden and Councillors Derek Bond, Jack Hallam and Colin Painton. The meeting was short, the only business conduced was to declare the formation of 41 International and to elect our Association's newly elected President, Michael Matthews to be the first International President with Derek Bond of Bristol as International Secretary. Each National President then signed the Charter, a simple document in English and French, produced for this historic occasion.

lt bore the new International Motto: UNITE, MAINTAIN, PROMOTE

Related to the sole reason for "41" - Friendship - the Motto highlights the message of 41 International:-

UNITE in Friendship

MAINTAIN that Friendship

PROMOTE that Friendship to every corner of the World.

Part 2 - June 1975 to June 1991.

When 41 International was formed, the other existing national Associations (Belgium, Germany, India and South Africa) had already adopted the design of our badge virtually unchanged. The French, on forming their Association in 1961, adopted a modified version in that the chain had sixteen, not eight, links and the cardinal points did not extend into the links. In 1986 they changed to our version.

We provided the President's Jewel at a cost of £100, the French giving one of their distinctive collaret’s on which to suspend it, for this newly formed organisation with the hope that the design of our badge would continue to be used internationally. So it has proved. Every Association since then has adopted our design, usually with slight variations to the centre - in our case it is the sun, with Austria it is an edelweiss, the Germans have three oak leaves, the Norwegians a Viking ship, the Finns their flag and so on. When the French reverted to our design they placed the French tricolours in the centre. Since then we have presented the President's Jewel, bearing our badge, to the newly formed national Associations in Switzerland in 1982 and Finland in 1983.

At the crucial meeting leading to the formation of 41 International, six aims were proclaimed:

1. Specific rules of membership

2. One meeting per year at a national conference

3. No International Officers yet

4. No International expense

5. Minimum of work for the Secretary

6. To bring together Ex-Tablers throughout the world.

No 6 has been the most successful.. By 1985 the twelve existing national Associations had joined 41 International. South Africa (formed in 1968) joined in 1977, New Zealand (1977), Austria (1978) and Denmark (1979) in 1979, India (1972) and Switzerland (1982) in 1982, Finland (1983) in 1984 and the Netherlands (1980) in 1985. From then on, national Associations joined reasonably soon after they were formed; thus Norway (1985) in 1986, Sweden (1985) in 1988, Italy (1988) in 1988 and Cyprus (1988) in 1990. After a five-year gap, Indian Ocean (1995) joined in 1996, Romania (1996) in 1998, Israel (2000) and Zambia (2002) each in their same year. By the end of 2002 there were 19 national Associations in membership - unfortunately the Swedish Association had more or less disintegrated by 2001.

The ready availability of inter-Association contacts led to the development of several social activities. lt was during this period that tours of several weeks were organised between member Associations, for example in our case with South Africa when a party of 180 visited them in 1981 and to New Zealand with rather smaller parties in 1982 and 1983. Likewise, in turn we had visits from overseas, the first a small party of five from India in 1979 followed by New Zealand in 1980 and 1984 and Finland in 1983. From 1983 the South Africans made a number of attempts to send parties here but were unsuccessful, as were their efforts to support further tours to their country, mainly due to the political situation there at the time. lt was also the period when member Associations including ours started arranging short pre- and post-conference tours around their own Annual General Meetings, resulting in small but very enjoyable groups of members coming together from several countries at a time. One of the earliest was a week's tour of Southern Ireland, ending at our Conference in Dublin in April 1991. In January 1982 the Austrians organised the first "41 International Winter Week" with a trophy for the Association that sent the strongest contingent - which happened to be ours - but the event was poorly supported and not repeated.

Club twinning, which had already been carried over from Round Table days, accelerated as did Children Holiday Exchanges, our Association with those on the Continent and the French with India. Family Exchanges were also organised. In general these activities were more successful on the Continent than in this country.

In France, their Association jointly with their Round Table formed AMITIE-ASSISTANCE "with the object of helping members' families in need and other community service projects". Nothing of this nature has been developed either by 41 International or this Association, despite attempts to do so in the latter case by our International Officers.

At home it had been the practice, during our Annual Conference, to hold a Conference Luncheon on the Saturday immediately following the Annual General Meeting. From 1977 this was re-named the International Luncheon at which our visiting overseas guests were welcomed, speeches made and gifts exchanged. Later the gift exchange was moved to a separate function held usually shortly before the President's Banquet & Ball on the Friday evening.

Of the other aims, No 2 lasted until 1983 when Half Yearly Meetings began. No 3 was broken from the start when an International President and International Secretary were elected at the Inaugural Meeting, followed a year later by the election of a Vice-President and two Councillors from each member Association, together with the recognition of the post of Immediate Past International President and, six years later, by the election of the International Treasurer. After the first year, No 5 was no longer valid and the same applied to No 4 when, in the first year, the only cost was that of producing printed rules. Thereafter No’s 1 and 4 began and continued to be prominent in the affairs of 41 International.

On No.1, the first draft of the rules (or Articles as the Continentals preferred to call them), in French were produced at the crucial Paris meeting on 23 November 1974 together with an English version. Having agreed to look at the English version, Jack Hallam proceeded to require very considerably amendments to be made both at that meeting and subsequently before putting them before our Council at its meeting in February 1975. At the same time a French version was maintained by Henri Gill. After further amendment they were presented to our Annual General Meeting at Harrogate on 3 May 1975. In supporting the proposal that we became Founder Members of 41 International, the Annual General Meeting insisted that the rules of the new organisation should be ratified by our Association at its Annual General Meeting the following year. Our Council established an International Sub-committee on 6 September 1975 to scrutinise the draft rules and if necessary to amend them prior to their being placed before our Council at its meeting on 15 November 1975 when, with one or two minor changes, they were accepted for submission to our Annual General Meeting in Torquay on 8 May 1976 for ratification. This being achieved, they were translated into French, there resulting small but important differences in the final translations!

The first changes were made at the 41 International Annual General Meeting on 2 May 1981 and involved financial arrangements and the length of the presidential year. At the first Half Yearly Meeting in Schaffhausen on 3 November 1984 there was a long discussion on the rules, which had not been properly updated since they were drawn up in 1975. lt was agreed that each Association should write these in their own language and, when all points had been agreed, they would be written in English as the official language, and then translated into other languages from the agreed version. This led to a lot of work, the use of much paper, but little result. Two years later, at the Half Yearly Meeting on 15 November 1986 in Zurich it was decided to form a small committee to update the rules in time for the Annual General Meeting to be held next May in Durban. The committee consisted of representatives from Germany, Belgium, France, Great Britain and the Netherlands. lt is not certain whether this committee, in fact, carried out its duties in that Frank Baker, who was appointed one of our International Councillors in 1984 and International Officer in 1987, commented in 1989 that the rules "have been in a state of flux ever since I became associated with 41 International".

lt should be noted here that when 41 International was formed, the Founder Associations were each authorised two International Councillors (voting delegates - sometimes referred to as I.R.0s). Unlike the other countries, at the time we decided to write into our rules that our annually elected International Officer would be one of our International Councillors and separately to elect annually the second one. Currently our rules name our Association President as our second International Councillor. In 1988, following a complete revision of our rules, we set up a committee to see to our international affairs and of which our International Officer is chairman.

Coming to aim No 4 on finance, when formed 41 International adopted its Rule 5(3) which stated that "The expenses of the Officers and Councillors will be born by their own Association. Any expenses of 41 International will be borne by the member Association of the President of each year." At the same time it was recognised that, should the situation change, a rethink on providing for expenses might be necessary.

To keep expenses to a minimum, when it was our turn to hast the 41 International President, we decided to coincide his year of office with that of our Association's President. In this way, the holder of both Presidencies would hand over his office at the time of his Association's Annual General Meeting. The other three Founder Associations decided differently.

Thus Michael Matthews, the first International President, who was also President of this Association, handed over his 41 International Office at the first 41 International Annual General Meeting, on the occasion of our Association's Annual General Meeting in Torquay on 8 May 1976, to Daniel Ponchon of France, a former, not current, French President. He, in turn, handed over to his successor, Ernst-Ulrich Walter, a Past President of Germany, on the occasion of the French Annual General Meeting at St Malo on 18 June 1977. Ernst-Ulrich handed over to the fourth International President, Willy Poulet of Belgium, at the time of the German Annual General Meeting in Bonn an 20 May 1978. Like his two predecessors, Willy was not the current Belgian President. His election in May led to a complication. Unlike the other Founder Associations which held their Annual General Meetings in the Spring, the Belgians held their Annual General Meeting in the Autumn. Willy, determined to have a full year in office like his predecessors, continued until the occasion of his own Association's Annual General Meeting the following year, thus having 18 months in office. The four Founder Associations each having had an International President, it was our turn once more. Our then current Association President, Bob Ouslam was elected President at the Belgian Annual General Meeting in Couvin an 20 October 1979, when half way through his own Presidency. This meant he had a further year to serve as international President before handling over on the occasion of his own Association's Annual General Meeting in Buxton an 2 May 1981. His expenses, during that year (now our Immediate Past President) as International President amounted to £566 and were met by our Association. On completing his term of dual presidency, Bob Oulsnam was of the view that they had best be kept apart!

On the conclusion of his year in office, Willy Poulet and his three predecessors were each made the first Honorary Members of 41 International.

By 1980 it had become clear that it was unfair to expect the President's Association to meet all the essential expenses of 41 International. At a General Meeting of the 41 International Council in Glasgow an 19 April 1980 it was agreed that the incoming 41 International President should "submit a budget for his year of Office and on the passing or otherwise of that budget, subscriptions may be called for from the member Associations - importantly, in equal proportions. Another change of rule was approved to ensure that the Officers hand over at least after 10 months and at most alter 14 months, thus avoiding the situation wherein a President can hold Office for 18 months covering two annual rounds of conferences. Of course these changes of rules need to be ratified by the member Associations in their own Annual General Meetings and cannot therefore be fully effective until the next International Annual General Meeting in Buxton in 1981."

They were duly ratified at that meeting and the changes put into effect by revising Rule 5(b) to read:

"The member Association which is Host Association for the year will bear the cost of administration of 41 International, supported by contributions from each member Association, the amount of each contribution to be determined at each Annual General Meeting."

As a result. when Bob Oulsnam handed over to Danny Werner of France, who not only was not the current French President but had not held that post at all, the incoming President introduced a budget for 1981-82 and appointed Henri Gill of France as the first 41 International Treasurer.

The introduction of this rule change also meant that the hand-over of 41 International office would be restricted to a Spring Annual General Meeting so that the 41 International President of the day would not necessarily hand over office an the occasion of his own Association's Annual General Meeting.

On Danny Werner becoming International President the French requested a contribution of 1500 French francs (around £136) from us, a request agreed by our Council. From then onwards, each International President, on his appointment, had to produce and have agreed at the Annual General Meeting at which he took office his budget for his year. Later the requirement to produce a budget was brought forward to the Half Yearly Meeting before the relevant President took office.

How were the individual member Association contributions to be determined? Membership ranged from the immensely ‚large British Association of over 800 clubs to the prospective new member, India, with six clubs. Was it to be on a per capita basis, with accompanying voting rights, or some other formula with each member Association having the same voting rights? Had the former prevailed, the British Association would have "swamped" all the other Associations put together. it had to be the latter though it was accepted that the small Associations would have only one vote whilst the larger ones had two votes each. From then onwards it was a constant problem as to how to work out a system of payments acceptable to all member Associations.

A complicating factor was the vast difference in the annual subscription rate paid by individual members in the different Associations. For example, the French ex-Tabler paid about ten times as much as the British ex-Tabler. Added to that was a restriction, placed by the British Association in its own rules, that not more than a certain percentage of its income could be spent on International affairs. (lt is not known whether other Associations had or have such a restriction.)

The question of an equitable manner of raising funds for 41 international has remained a problem ever since. There have been a variety of formulae - and there will continue to be so.

Germany was next in turn for the Presidency for 1982-1983. By then, however, 41 International was eight-strong and it was time for one of the non Founder Associations to take on the Presidency. The choice fell on Austria who nominated Peter Poech, a Past President of the Austrian Association and Editor of 41 International's magazine the "Courier". The following year it was the turn of Bendt Tradsfeldt of Denmark, alter which the original rota of four was resumed. Nevertheless, as there were now ten members, a new system of rotation was required. Initially it was put on an individual basis, in that any member Association could nominate a future President. This, however, was soon replaced by a rota, one which underwent modification over the years as new Associations joined and/or current member Associations who had, so far, not nominated a President, indicated that they now wished to do so.

With the problem of raising funds came an equal and, as time went on, even greater problem over the manner of spending those funds.

Before 41 International was founded it was the declared intention, in the words of the French Association, that "it was not their intention that 41 International should be an expensive luxury." indeed, one of the six initial aims was that there would be "No international expense." This, if it applied at all, it applied only to the first year when the only expense was for the printing of the rules. For the next few years the National Association of the International President bore his expenses. From 1981 there was a budget, drawing subscriptions from the member Associations to help pay for the expenses incurred by the International Officers in carrying out their duties, for the "Courier" and for other items such as the President's banners and gifts. At first, with four Founder Members, it was reasonable to expect the 41 International Presidents to attend the Annual Conferences of those member Associations - he would most probably have done so in any case. Now there were other Officers who also wished to attend. Further, as the number of member Associations increased, so the President and other Officers considered it their duty to attend the Conferences of the newer members, again having their expenses paid by International. This desire to attend all members' Conferences, indeed, to attend on a promotional basis the meetings of Associations not yet members of 41 International was spreading - in doing so, one 41 International President even styled himself "World President". In our view such practice was unjustified. At the 41 International Annual General Meeting at Weiden on 19 May 1984 we gave a strong warning that there was a considerable risk of expenditure getting out of hand. At the following 41 International Annual General Meeting at Celle on

10 May 1985, when the incoming Belgian President introduced his budget, those present considered it excessive and, alter a long discussion it was decided to delay a decision until the following Half Yearly Meeting at Brussels on 11 October 1985 when another lengthy discussion took place. In the meantime at Celle it was agreed that member Associations would pay half of that demanded at the time, to allow the President to carry on with his duties.
lt should be noted that, at that time, all discussions took place in three languages so that, with translations, everything took a long time to be dealt with.

Budgets continued to increase, more and more being demanded from member Associations, particularly ours, to fund the activities of 41 International and, in particular, that of the President. At the Annual General Meeting in Durban on 8 May 1987, when Michel Huot of France became President, the French demanded 17170 French francs as our contribution. After much debate and discussion, this was reduced to 7804 French francs (about £700) out of a total final budget of 55000 French francs - around £5000 (excluding the cost of the "Courier") distributed among 13 member Associations Of this amount, 34000 French francs - £3000 - was for "Representation - deplacements et cadeaux" i.e. the President and his gifts. At the time our International Officer, Frank Baker, wrote "I am a firm believer that recruiting for the pure sake of increasing membership is wrong, and if any country wishes to belong to 41 international then it doesn't need the President and his men to make a personal visit to tell them of the benefits of joining, and to encourage them to belong. Once the prospective member is sure that he wants to become a full member then by all means let the President attend the inaugural meeting." He goes on to say "1 cannot recommend that we meet an ever increasing cost to formalise the running of 41 International".

By 1989-90 our contribution had gone up to about £800 (1990 Swiss francs), a level of concern to our Association. We had reached the point where either we asked our Association to allow us to spend more on 41 International or for us to tender our resignation from that Organisation as we were not prepared to meet the extra costs of being a member. At the Half Yearly Meeting in Vienna on 4 November 1989 "it was pleasing to note that we appear to be gaining more support from other countries over controlling the costs of 41 International."

A conclusion reached at that 1989 Half Yearly Meeting that was confirmed at the next Annual General Meeting was one that would not only save (translation) costs but also a lot of time - all future meetings would be held in English with all reports, agendas, minutes, etc. also being in English.

When it was clear that we, with other member Associations, were worried at this excessive spending, attempts were made not to curb but to support it by, for example, the Indian Association's proposal to set up a "Sinking Fund". Each Association would be called upon to deposit a large sum of money into the Fund, which money would be invested and used as and when necessary by successive International Presidents the amount required in any one year, particularly for travel, etc. would vary according to the country of origin of the International President. This proposal, made at the Annual General Meeting on 8 June 1990 at Agde, did not survive the following Half Yearly Meeting on 7 September 1990 in Cape Town.

Following Agde, Frank Baker wrote: "For whatever reason, it has become noticeable that standards within the organisation and operation of 41 International have not been observed and maintained. There is a strong opinion that it is not functioning in the way that it was intended, and designed to operate."

The time had come to address these failings.

As regards aim No 1 on membership, the French having rescinded their "non Ex-Tablers" rule, the formation of 41 International with them as Founder Members went ahead in 1945.

Rule 3 of the newly established organisation specified, in part, that 41 international "is empowered to admit at its discretion at a General Meeting other Associations representing at least five Clubs of former members of Round Table; each Association retaining its own rules..." whilst Rule

7 read, in part, "The Council of 41 International may. Propose at any Annual General Meeting the expulsion of any member Association which has so altered or modified its rules subsequent to admission which renders such rules incompatible with the spirit of the existing rules. Such expulsion shall take effect at the next Annual General Meeting unless at such meeting such member Association shall have so further modified its rules as to be compatible with the rules of 41 International. Expulsion will require a two-thirds majority decision."

These rules were to be tested when it became known that at its 1982 Annual General Meeting the French Association had reinstated its "non Ex-Tabler" rule. At the 41 International Annual General Meeting in Vienna on 13 May 1983 the matter was fully discussed. [Ed: I attended that meeting!] Michel Huot, French President, "explained that over the years this situation [of non Ex-Tablers] had built up, since in certain areas it had been thought expedient to allow into membership some non Ex Round Tablers in order to get a new Club off the ground. There has not been in France the same automatic movement from Round Table to 41 Club as there has been in the UK and in France our Association has lost many potential members to both Rotary and Lions since in France there is not the same tendency to have dual membership of Rotary and 41 Club as is common in the [British] Association. In essence the non-Round Tablers were Honorary members and the Intention was to restrict future membership to ex Round Tablers only; at the present moment the non ex Round Tablers in the French 41 Club are equal to less than 25% of the total 41 club membership". Having been assured by the French that they would again rescind that particular rule, no further action was taken. Three and a half years later at the Half Yearly Meeting in Zurich on 15 November 1986 "Once again the matter of certain 41 clubs accepting members who are not ExTablers was brought under discussion. One of the clubs involved, France, said they would be trying hard to restrict this." The French had yet to rescind their particular non Ex-Tabler rule!

But, as time passed and the French failed to honour their undertaking, this matter continued to exercise our minds as well as those of other member Associations and it became a fairly regular matter of debate at subsequent Half Yearly and Annual General Meetings. Equally significant was the fact that the number of clubs in an Association needed for it to join 41 International was reduced to two at 41 International's Annual General Meeting on 8 June 1990 at Agde, although by 1998 this had been amended to three, from one or more countries affiliated together.

Following the Annual General Meeting at Agde, the subsequent receipt of the minutes of that meeting and the reports of those who attended, it was decided to call an extraordinary meeting of the Executive of our Association on 23 September 1990 to discuss the future of 41 International and the implications of the changes made to its constitution. Some of the points of concern were:

1. The flagrant disregard of Rules about membership by at least one National Body.

2. Conduct of Business.

3. Runaway growth of expenditure.

4. The increasing feeling that only a very few obtain the benefits bestowed by 41 International but which are paid for by the 'many'.

5. The inadvisable headlong dash to admit countries without adequate experience of 41 which has led to a failure to understand the principles of 41 and in so doing has led to the excessive 'bending' of the Rules.

The outcome was a recommendation to our Council that "The Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs be prepared to take a stand and to call upon 41 International to recognise and implement the Constitution and Rules of 41 International as agreed at their meeting at Glasgow in April 1980."

Following a very full and careful discussion at its meeting on 29 September 1990, our Council drafted a resolution to put before our Annual General Meeting to be held in Dublin on 20 April 1991. 1f approved it would mean that our Association would withdraw from 41 International at the forthcoming Annual General Meeting in Trieste on 29 June 1991. Formal notice of this Intention was given to all Officers of 41 International, all national Presidents of Ex-Tablers' Clubs and all 41 International Councillors.

As no one on our Council wished such a drastic step to be taken, a three-point proviso was also agreed. Thus, the Resolution to be submitted read:
"The Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs, subject to the approval of the A.G.M. in Dublin in April 1991, shall withdraw from 41 International at its forthcoming AGM in Trieste in June 1991. Withdrawal should only take place unless IMMEDIATE and EFFECTIVE action is taken to:

1. Regularise the Implementation of the original Rules of 41 International.

2. Institute efficient financial Management.

3. Ensure that a clear, unambiguous form of administration be adopted".

At the same time a detailed, reasoned document containing the proposals of our Association was lodged with the Secretary of 41 International by the end of the calendar year, along with other proposals which had been canvassed from other member Associations. (An extract of this document is given in "The Hinge" No 104 Summer 1991 pages 6 & 7).

Notice of this Intention was given in "The Hinge" No 102 Winter 1990 so as to give our clubs adequate time in which to debate and decide their action when the resolution came up for discussion at our Annual General Meeting the following April.

The discussion at the Annual General Meeting in Dublin on 20 April 1991 on this resolution was lengthy and brought contributions from among the 197 ex-Tablers, including 91 voting delegates, present, Of those who spoke, only one opposed the resolution whilst another went so far as to propose that 41 International should be disbanded and replaced by what it really was, a small "Ex​Tablers' International Club" - but this proposal was ruled out of order as going beyond the proposed mandate! The resolution was carried by 86 votes to five votes against with no abstentions.

"So our delegates now go to Trieste with a mandate to take us out of membership if they are not satisfied with the progress towards meeting our demands."

At the 41 International Annual General Meeting in Trieste on 29 June 1991 under the Presidency of Otto Adelhofer (Austria), the British delegation consisted of President Jim McCollum, International Officer Frank Baker, Editor Anthony Nicholas, Past President Sony Seaton and Past International President Bob Oulsnam, together with Be Dommering and Einhart Melzer, members of our overseas clubs. Various items of business were dealt with and "the meeting ran remarkably smoothly until it came to the Resolutions put forward by the Officers of 41 International."

"Among these, Resolution 3 referred to Rule 4 which specifies that Associations should consist of 'Clubs of former members of 'Round Table' and the fact that there were instances of this being flagrantly ignored. lt was agreed that this Rule should be adhered to, with France abstaining. The simple question put by the Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs as to 'what would happen if it wasn't adhered to' provoked considerable and vehement reaction. France made impassioned speeches defending their attitude...There is no doubt that in their mind they are acting within the meaning of friendship and fellowship and within the aims and objects of Round Table. Several times they felt it necessary to question the reason, importance and validity of the rules of 41 International. They felt that any non-Ex-Tabler who had the spirit of 41 should be allowed to join 41, if that spirit was present then there was no need for a man to have been in Round Table." The French concluded that "They would try to change their constitution but it would take time" and even then they couldn't promise success.

This reasoning appears rather different from that given by the French President in May 1983 at Vienna, for allowing in non Ex-Tablers.

As Frank Baker Later reported on the meeting at Trieste: "lt had been a long and tedious meeting, but we had gained some evidence of a move to recognise the validity of our resolutions and had received support from some other members. We were prepared to give it another go."

The following morning during Brunch-time, in the course of discussion the French accused our delegation of being hypocrites in that, three years earlier, we had agreed to the Italian Association joining 41 International although it had non Ex-Tablers in membership,. Being unaware of the latter

fact, on checking and finding it to be true, Frank Baker advised President Jim McCollum accordingly, adding that "in spite of my willingness at the AGM to give it another go, I now thought that the situation was not acceptable and that we should reconsider our position. Together with our other officer present, it was decided that there was now only one course of action. I was to advise the President and Officers of 41 International of our immediate withdrawal from membership."

That decision was subsequently confirmed in writing on 2 February 1992. We were no longer members of 41 International.

Part 3 - June 1991 to November 2004.

That we had left 41 International was not to everyone's liking, as was evident in the correspondence published in subsequent issues of "The Hinge".

Whilst he supported the motion, at our Annual General Meeting in Dublin on 20 April 1991, to withdraw unless certain conditions were met by 41 International, Einhart Melzer (former Association Vice-President, Founder President of the German Association and Past 41 International President), a believer in "quality, not quantity" (i.e. Ex-Tablers only), could not accept that 41 International could be without the Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs - "Should we accept that the mother organisation which founded Round Table 65 years ago and the Ex-Tablers' Association about 20 years tater, which helped to form the conditions, the contents and structure of 41 International in 1975, leave us? I think not!...The French Association accepted these members {i.e. non Ex-Tablers though in article 7 of the rules it says that the acceptance of non Ex-Tablers will lead to the expulsion of the respective Association. That it has not happened so far is due to the patience of all member Associations (including Germany) of 41 International. When the British friends, after many years of efforts and in spite of the definite rule, did not apply to expel France but instead left the International Association themselves, we may characterise it as a noble attitude, but it doesn't help them and afflicts all of us, who except for a few cases, especially honorary memberships, have acted according to the rules... The Annual General Meeting of 41 International in Trieste has not achieved an agreement but we should not resign....we should try to bring our French friends to sense and conversion and our British friends back into the Association." To achieve this he offered his services in any way that would help.

The news of our withdrawal came as a considerable shock to the South Africans who, whilst having "great sympathy for your Association's cause and we support any move which will bring about a closer adherence to the rules of the International Association [nevertheless] my Association must now consider its position as a member of 41 International in the light of what has taken place...[We] believe South Africa must give serious consideration before withdrawing from 41 International. The reason for this is that during the past number of years 41 International has stood by South Africa, when it was in fact more fashionable to shun us. For this we have been sincerely grateful. This loyalty cannot easily be forgotten or ignored."

At home there was a reasonable amount of correspondence on the matter though one correspondent appeared rather to have confused his understanding of friendship with that of membership, to which Frank Baker replied „We have not withdrawn from international friendship. We have withdrawn from an administrative body that does not comply with its own constitution". He accepted the Charge that "we should have insisted that France be expelled from membership because of their non-compliance with the constitution and rules of 41 International", at the same time pointing out that "our mandate allowed only for our withdrawal."

Our Association was also accused of hypocracy in that there appeared to be, albeit relatively few, clubs affiliated to our Association that had in membership non Ex-Tablers other than as Honorary Members. This accusation was answered by it being pointed out that, unlike the French Association which by its rules allowed in non Ex-Tablers, from the time our Association was formed

our rules have specified that any club affiliating must have only Ex-Tablers in active membership. Further, every club on applying for affiliation had signed a declaration that they would adhere to the Association's rules. The Association could not be expected to monitor the actions of every club that affiliated to see whether they were observing the Association rules which they had undertaken to do so on joining.

Our Leaving 41 International appeared to have had little effect on matters such as individual and club twinning, children holiday exchanges and tours to and from other countries, for lt seemed that the ordinary "man in the street" had little interest in 41 International affairs. On the other hand, relations with other Associations certainly suffered, with harsh words coming from the Austrian Association and a decrease in the level of contact between the remaining 41 International member Associations and ourselves.

At the same time, that the justification of our case had been acknowledged by the other members of 41 International was shown by the action also taken at the Annual General Meeting in Trieste. Recognising that nothing could be done about non Ex-Tablers already in "41", the Meeting attempted to draw a line below all that had happened beforehand by agreeing to the following rule changes:

Rule 3.1. to read: From June 1991, it is recommended that no person may be admitted to a 41 Club whose country is in membership of 41 International as a member (except as an Honorary Member) unless that member is a former member of Round Table.

Rule 3.2. to read: Any countries which hereafter join 41 International must declare that alt their membership is of former members of Round Table.

Rule 4.4. to read: All International Officers and International Councillors appointed after 1991 must be former members of Round Table and that is a condition precedent to accepting office.

These changes were conveyed by letter to Frank Baker by the newly elected 41 International President BIndu Chandhok (India) who, attempting to make it clear that from now onwards the organisation would be restricted to Ex-Tablers, added to 41 International's headed notepaper the subtitle "Organisation of Ex-Tablers", soon changing to "An Organisation for Ex-Tablers." At the Annual General Meeting in Madras a year later on 18 April 1992 "lt was soon evident that the absence of Great Britain from the international scene was a matter of deep regret, and several delegates expressed the hope that one day we would rejoin."

Making it clear, in Frank Baker's words, that "We have withdrawn from membership of an overpriced, ineffectively administered, club and NOT from international fellowship and friendship" and "because we believe that membership - NOT friendship - should be restricted to men who have been in Round Table" our Association, at its Annual General Meeting in Jersey on 11 April 1992, proposed the formation of

The Association of Ex-Tablers International.
"to continue the already outstanding fellowship experienced between Ex-Tablers of all countries."

Prior to this proposal being considered, President Jim McCollum requested the Meeting's endorsement of the action that he and his fellow delegates had taken, at Trieste the previous May, that brought our Association out of 41 International. His request was agreed to by an overwhelming vote in favour, with two votes against and no abstentions.

There was no discussion on the intention to form this new organisation and the proposal was carried by an overwhelming vote in favour with four votes against and no abstentions.

A year later at its Annual General Meeting in Harrogate on 3 April 1993 our Association got round to deleting, from its rules, all mention of 41 International. This Meeting also marked the end of nine years of unstinted service to our Association by Frank Baker, at first as one of our International Councillors and, for his final six years as our International Officer. For him, it could have finished on a much happier note.

Nevertheless things were moving in the right direction. Diplomatically, the French Executive invited John McCall, our Association's newly elected International Officer, together with our President David Woodworth, to a meeting in August 1993, followed by attendance as their guests at the Half Yearly Meeting in Cyprus on 4 September that year. Those invitations were taken up as was one to meet the 41 International Board at the Belgian Association's Annual General Meeting a month later when John McCall, together with our Vice-President Alan Reynolds met the current 41 International President, Wolfgang Roesel of Germany. As a result of these contacts John McCall concluded "Perhaps we would have more influence from within, what I do know is that the Association's withdrawal in Trieste has had the effect of kick starting 41 International into stepping back and thoroughly reviewing their situation and the way forward."

As a precursor to any proposal at a future Association Annual General Meeting to re-join 41 International, David Woodworth met Wolfgang Roesel and 41 International Special Ambassador Einhart Melzer in Berlin over the Weekend of 26-27 November 1993, with a view to finding conditions which might be acceptable to our Association, possibly at our Annual General Meeting the following Spring. Such conditions were eventually agreed and a document entitled "Meeting in the Spirit of Friendship of Ex-Tablers" was signed by the three participants.

Around the same time, John McCall canvassed the thoughts of each club in our Association with a questionnaire designed to measure the depth of interest overseas within our Association, including that of 41 International. To his pleasant surprise he received 225 replies, representing 22% of the membership, in which 39 were in favour of rejoining 41 International now, 73 had no view either way, 82 were prepared to back Council's views and 31 were against. As regards club/individual connections, there were 115 in favour with 110 showing no real interest, whilst 14 countries were involved formally and six informally.

With these positive movements forward, it came as no surprise that, at our Association's Annual General Meeting at Great Yarmouth on 9 April 1994 a Resolution was proposed:

"That The Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs should submit an application for
membership to 41 International at the earliest available opportunity."

"This Resolution had been discussed by the Council at its meeting in February as a result of which it recommended that it "be deferred for twelve months to allow the current process of investigation and meetings with 41 International to continue. Council required this time to ensure that all relevant matters are properly examined."

At the Annual General Meeting there was a Lengthy discussion during which Past 41 International President Bob Oulsnam (Great Britain) proposed an amendment which was carried, so that the substantive proposition now read:

The Association of Ex-Tablers' Clubs should submit an application for membership to 41 International at the earliest available opportunity, and that at the same time the Council should satisfy themselves that all Clubs in this Association are complying with its Rules."

Other speakers included Wolfgang Roesel and John McCall who, in the course of his statement, pointed out that one of the reasons the French allowed in non Ex-Tablers was that French law required a minimum of 12 members to form a service club, that there were fewer Round Tables and, therefore, 41 Clubs in France and were more scattered than in this country, that the French had reduced their non Ex-Tabler membership from 25% some 3 to 4 years ago to between 15% and 20% now and that 41 International had changed its Rules so that it "recommended" that no person may be- admitted unless he be a former Round Tabler.

Following the survey he had conducted, "it had become clear that many clubs and particularly the younger 41ers are prepared to show a measure of tolerance in the 'spirit of friendship'. " John McCall ended by requesting the Meeting to allow a delay of a further 12 months so that more negotiations could take place between our Association and 41 International, to ensure that all the conditions required by our Association were met. Past President Jim McCollum reminded the meeting that he was at Trieste when the decision to withdraw was taken, that since then it has become apparent that there were a considerable number of non Ex-Tablers in our clubs and we must not become hypocrites and that our Association relied on Round Table for membership but unfortunately Round Table numbers were going down so that, maybe within five to eight years time, we may have to go outside Round Table membership to recruit membership for our Association. He felt that the 41 International Officers were genuinely trying to accommodate all of our Association's requirements and so we should give serious consideration to retuning to 41 International as soon as possible.

There followed a proposal by the Association Honorary Solicitor that "this item of business be adjourned until the next General Meeting of the Association, in order that the terms of re-admission to 41 International could be negotiated to this Association's satisfaction" but it was defeated.

"A vote was taken on the amended resolution in respect of retuning to membership of 41 International, and was carried with 15 votes against."

On 9 April 1994, under the Presidency of Alan Reynolds, our Association declared its willingness to rejoin 41 International.

John McCall subsequently recorded that "Immediately following that Meeting, talks which had been going on for some time previously took on a much more urgent nature These needed to be concluded prior to the 41 International Annual General Meeting, due to be held in Hamburg some two months later, when it was intended that the Association's application for re-entry should be on the Agenda." Whilst the mandate to re-join was clear, the Council was intent on safeguarding the Association's position, in particular with regard to the future financing of 41 International since, during our absence, fees had risen and they remained of great concern to our Association. We fielded a strong team, consisting of Association President Alan Reynolds, Vice President David Sharp, Secretary Geoff King and International Officer John McCall and "..a great deal of time and patience was expounded, negotiating, re-negotiating (and perhaps a !He bargaining) and finally, at the [41 International] Annual General Meeting on Saturday 28 May 1994 we reached a position that the Officers present felt was a fair compromise, determining the Association's fees to 41 International up to the year 2000." Initially 41 International demanded 4762 Swiss francs per annum but the amount finally agreed was 3225 Swiss francs for 1994 and 4000 Swiss francs per annum for the next five years.

On 28 May 1994 at Hamburg the Association was unanimously welcomed back "into the fold" of 41 International.

The following year, at our Association's Annual General Meeting in Blackpool on 22 April 1995 John McCall was able to report that "I am now satisfied that fees paid by members of 41 International are being used wisely and carefully - it is no longer what had previously been seen as 'a joy ride for the few'. Perhaps, if nothing else, our withdrawal in Trieste in 1991 has persuaded their 'hierarchy' to step back, think, and bring 41 International into the 1990s." He added that "...we must face the truth, the truth being that potential future membership is drying up at source, namely Round Table. There has been a dramatic reduction in membership, particularly in R.T.B.I. and as a result of this we are perhaps embarking on a new era of tolerance with our friends overseas."

At the same Annual General Meeting, a resolution was unanimously passed that "Following our re-entry into '41 International' in May 1994, Council recommends that there is no need for the organisation of 'The Association of Ex-Tablers' International', and therefore the Jersey AGM Resolution should be revoked."

During its three years of existence, the Association of Ex-Tablers' International had had no takers. Like its earlier international organisation of 1968, it was still-born.

The following year at our Annual General Meeting on 20 April 1996, in standing for Vice-President (in which he was unsuccessful) John McCall decided not to stand for a further three years as International Officer and was succeeded by Philip Jones who, during his six years in office, still had problems with 41 International involving finance.

During Philip Jones' time, new social events were organised, such as the first International Golf Tournament in the Algarve, Portugal in October 1995, a 41 International Ski Meeting at Auronza, Italy in January 1996 and an Italian "Weekend of Carnival" in February the same year. Pre​ and post-conference tours around the Annual General Meetings of various member Associations were also arranged whilst club twinning continued as did children holiday exchanges, now expanded into the Young Ambassadors Exchange Programme (for 16s to 25s) - YAP - promoted mostly by India and involving Europe, mainly France, Germany and Austria but with the hope, yet to be realised, of extending it to South Africa. In 1999 came a specific request from the French that our Association joined YAP by arranging exchanges with French children. Six month's later Philip Jones told us of a proposed Tri-Nation Tour, starting in Johannesburg, South Africa in May in 2000, thence to Perth, Australia and to New Zealand before flying back to Johannesburg - five weeks for about £3400 - but nothing materialised. He also told us of a proposed cruise on the Rhine by the three 41 International member countries with a common border - France, Germany and Switzerland - in October 2000. That tour did take place!
However, all was not quiet. The subject of fees continued to raise its head at virtually every 41 International Meeting.

When the sharing of the costs of 41 International began in 1981 by the introduction of a budget, it was agreed that the costs be shared out equally. This, however, proved onerous for the smaller member Associations. When they, such as Austria and Denmark, took on the Presidency, it was agreed that it would only be fair if all the costs were shared out among all member Associations in some agreed way. Thus began the process of finding a formula that would be acceptable to all. At first, budgets were in French francs. At the Annual General Meeting on 28 May 1994 in Hamburg, following our Association's return to 41 international, it was agreed that all member Associations should pay a basic contribution of 1000 Swiss francs to which was added a further payment, in six steps according to the number of clubs in the member Association, with a ceiling of 4000 Swiss francs - the amount that we were to pay. By 1999, with the number of steps reduced to three, a further concession had been agreed, that any member Association outside Europe (which included Scandinavia and Great Britain) with less than ten clubs could, if it wished, claim a 50% discount on the basic fee. Should it do so, however, it would have to pay the full amount for at least two consecutive years immediately prior to it submitting an application to host the 41 International Presidency. The following year, that is from 2000 the currency changed to euros, with the maximum contribution from any member Association now being 2750 euros. From 2002 this was increased to 3000 euros (approximately £2150). This is where it stands at present.

lt was clear at the Half Yearly Meeting in Bangalore on 8 November 1997 that "the smaller countries can never accept that their members pay, per capita, considerably more than the longer countries such as France and our Association". Nevertheless Philip Jones, our International Officer "refused to hear of any changes which could result in any per capita increase to our fees. Again this discussion will run and run and we must be sure to keep careful watch of the situation." Five months later at the Annual General Meeting in Tampere, Finland, on 25 April 1998, "The main talking point was the contribution of the respective member countries. Our Association will continue to pay the current fixed amount until the year 2000 and I will continue to argue our case for the status quo at future meetings." Sure enough, a proposed 10% increase in our contribution from 2000 was put forward by the 41 International Secretary, Freddy Kachelhofer, at its Annual General Meeting in Graz on 20 May 2000. As promised at our own Annual General Meeting in Dublin a month earlier, Philip Jones "objected to the increase for the next year and beyond. I see no justification whatsoever for an increase and will continue to oppose such a move."

Eighteen months later at the Half Yearly Meeting on 6 October 2001 in Denmark, held on the Island of Fyn, Philip Jones was once more assailed, this time by the 41 International President, for this Association to pay more, but he stood firm to the decision taken at our Annual General Meeting= in Dublin the previous year to keep to the status Quo. Pointing out that at present we paid 13% of the total fees of 41 International and that, without Limits our Association would be paying 20.5%, he

asked " why should we be expected to pay more simply because we have more members than anyone else", adding "During the debate I asked a rhetorical question on the potential benefits involved, I went on to say that the main beneficiary each year is the 41 International President, yet there were only two Past Presidents in attendance at the Meeting...Where were all those others who had benefited from our capitation fees in very recent years?...lt gives the impression that once the 'gravy train' pulls into the station, that's the last you see of them. Now where's the fellowship in that?"

In response, 41 International President Beat Berger of Switzerland pointed out that now the special agreement concerning the fees to be paid by our Association had ended in 2000, the 41 International Board could not accept the situation of our refusing to pay an increase. If the British Association wanted to change the rules concerning fees, it would have to come forward with an official proposal at a forthcoming Annual General Meeting - and he hoped it would not be a simple proposition to the effect that 'We don't pay more'. No matter how strongly the British Association may feel about it, until the rules have been changed they would have "to pay their invoices." The outcome was that our Association agreed, with the unanimous support of the other member Associations present, to put to the next 41 International Annual General Meeting, to be held at Brasov on 27 April 2002, a proposition applying a ceiling to fees paid by countries with a large membership.

But all the discussions over capitation fees at the Half Yearly Meeting in Denmark were overshadowed by a proposal from the French Association "to accept the introduction of non Ex​Tablers into the Movement. Only Austria voiced any support, other countries such as South Africa, Denmark, Germany, Finland and, as you might expect, myself, on behalf of our Association, speaking vehemently against this outrageous proposal. The German delegate informed the Meeting that they would establish a true Ex Tablers' Club if any subsequent vote went against them. A vote will be taken in Brasov next April; much lobbying to be done in the meantime l!!"

At the conclusion of the discussion on the French proposal, the 41 International President appointed a group of volunteers, consisting of representatives from Austria, Switzerland, France, Germany and Belgium, to work out a possible solution and come up with a proposition for discussion at the next Annual General Meeting.

lt would seem that, despite our protest by withdrawing from 41 International in 1991 and the latter's subsequent action to restrict the Movement in future to Ex-Tablers only, by using "recommended" in its Rule 3.1. as amended at the time - even though the rule was later strengthened to read:

3. Membership.

(a) This should be confined to Associations whose affiliated clubs are made up exclusively of Ex-Tablers.

The only exception to this shall be clubs who had members prior to June 1991 who are not Ex-Tablers and whose Association was a member of 41 International at that time."

it was not sufficient to ensure that member Associations thereafter restricted their membership to Ex​Tablers. What was clear was the fact, as expressed by their delegate prior to leaving the meeting (see below), that the French had paid scant regard to the change in Rule 3. On the other hand, perhaps the other Associations were cognisant of and in agreement with the warning, given by John McCall in 1994, when our Association was re-joining 41 International, that "...we must face the truth, the truth being that potential future membership is drying up at source, namely Round Table. There has been a dramatic reduction in membership, particularly in R.T.B.I. and as a result of this we are perhaps embarking on a new era of tolerance with our friends overseas.“ The matter was debated at the 41 International Annual General Meeting in Brasov on 27 April 2002. Supported by the recommendation of the group set up at the Half Yearly Meeting, the French Association proposed that each member Association should be allowed discretion to admit non Ex-Tablers into their Association if they so wished. This proposal was to apply solely at international level and did not seek to change the membership rules of the individual member Associations. After long debate, it was put to the vote. To succeed, the proposal required two-thirds

majority (i.e. 19 votes) but this was not achieved - there were 16 votes for, 10 against and 2 abstentions.

Although it was referred to at our Annual General Meeting, held on 13 April 2002 at Jersey, that this very contentious proposal, affecting the basic concept of the "41" movement, would be debated at Brasov two weeks' later, our two delegates were not given a firm mandate on the line to take. Both newly elected Martin Young, who had succeeded Philip Jones as our International Officer, and Paul Cammiss, our President, were attending their first 41 International Council meeting and were inexperienced in the ways that that Council conducted its business. As a result, on the conclusion of the discussion, each voted according to his own views, with the result that one voted in favour and one against, thus cancelling out the British vote!

What followed the declaration of that vote shocked the meeting. As recorded in the 41 International Council Minutes; "Reflecting on this result, the French delegation...declared officially that this decision made it impossible for them to remain in Club 41 International, because they cannot go back on their policy, which has been practiced since many years. They further stated that, under these circumstances they leave Club 41 International with immediate effect." Romania also left with immediate effect. Austria did not leave but awaited their national directive whilst Belgium reserved their reply. After some debate on the validity of the proceedings, during which the British Association called for a re-vote - which was declared out of order although a majority voted for a re​vote - the Italian delegation also left 41 International with immediate effect "because of them accepting non Ex-Tablers amongst their members."

Led by the incoming President, Sam Sampath of India, the 41 International Board immediately set about trying to resolving the situation, if possible to the satisfaction of all. That evening a letter was given or sent to all twenty member Associations asking whether they wanted a split or whether a modified form of Rule 3 on membership was acceptable, their replies to be sent to the 41 International Secretary. After the 41 International Board had met again in Brasov on 29 April 2002 and agreed that it had to proceed with the utmost caution, the President travelled extensively with this matter in mind before deciding to exercise specific emergency powers under Rule 8 and to send a letter dated 8 June 2002 to those member Associations still in membership in which he proposed a modification to Rule 3 (a) on membership. All sixteen replied and, with one exception, all supported the proposed rule change contained in his letter. Until the change had been validated, the four Associations that had resigned from 41 International remained non-members.

Under Rule 8 the 41 International Board called an Extraordinary General Meeting immediately prior to the Half Yearly Meeting in Bangalore on 28 September 2002. At this meeting, as reported by Martin Young, the proposal to change the membership rule was carried so that "individual countries can be members of 41 International whilst applying their own, perhaps more liberal, rules of membership to their own Association. The purists will say that the French have finally got their way -they have a good point! Others will say 'perhaps it's time to move on' - equally true. Only time will tell - it's just another chapter in the long history of 41 International and I am sure there are many more chapters to follow. I again stress that these rule changes have no impact whatsoever on our own rules of membership." The resignations of France and their three supporters were withdrawn and all came back into the fold in time for the Half Yearly Meeting held immediately afterwards that afternoon.

Although satisfied, having obtained legal advice, that it had acted correctly in calling an Extraordinary Meeting under Rule 8 and that the Meeting was empowered to re-instate the four member Associations and to make the rule change, to be absolutely sure, the 41 International Board decided to request validation of their action at the following Annual General Meeting in Copenhagen an 5 April 2003.
This was achieved so that the Rule now read:

Rule 3 (a) Membership.

1. Associations whose affiliated clubs are made up of Ex-Tablers.

2. Associations whose affiliated clubs have the option to extend membership to ExTablers friends on the condition that the rules of admission of such members are in line with the standard practice of Round Table."

As Martin Young reported: "There are restrictions applied and such members cannot represent their countries at 41 International (i.e. under the long-standing Rule 5 which reads: All Officers must be former members of Round Table). Similarly this does not mean that any other Association, particularly our Association, has to suddenly start admitting non Tablers. We keep our own rules as we want them."

On first learning of the French proposal at the half Yearly meeting in Denmark, the German delegation had declared that, if it were adopted, they would start their own "true" Ex-Tablers' organisation. Following the adoption of that proposal at the Bangalore Extraordinary General Meeting on 28 September 2002, Wolfgang Roesel, the new Editor of the "Courier", resigned from the latter post after only one issue and established a new international organisation entitled:

The Society of Ex-Tablers

lt was first presented to the Half Yearly Meeting of the German Association on 19 October 2002 at Biberach, Germany as ".. a coalition of former members of Round Table but not an organisation" and was founded "in the first days of November 2002 via Internet//Mailing", membership being free to all Ex-Tablers.

"The objects of the Society are:

1. To maintain the bonds of amicable relationship which unite all Ex-Tablers.

2. To maintain the service to the community in the spirit of Round Table as an individual or team-work."

Currently it has a strong nucleus of international members but has yet to hold a formal meeting although an informal one was held in Birmingham at the time of our Annual General Meeting on 26 April 2003. Informal newsletters have since been circulated, giving information such as the latest state of recruitment.

On the social side, 41 International continued to expand its activities. Inter-Association tours continued, timed so as to include the Annual General Meeting of their host Association. With the final abolition of the apartheid laws in 1991, the South African Association was encouraged once more to plan and now to run successful tours, one to this country in 1993 and two, each of three weeks, to South Africa in 2001. New Zealand continued its successful tours to Europe, including Great Britain and Ireland, with parties of 48 members and their wives in 2001 and again in 2003. On the stocks is a proposed tour lasting 35 days to New Zealand in 2005. Further, although nothing came of the proposal in the very early days that 41 International should have contact either with the World Council of Service Clubs (WOCO) of which Round Table and Apex were members or, more appropriately, with an ex-WOCO organisation, should such a body exist, a request from Apex 40 of Australia ("A Body of Affiliated Past Apexian Groups") for our Association to host a party from their country in 2005 was readily agreed to.

Short pre- and post-conference tours also continued to be popular, with Switzerland organising several on those occasions when 41 International held its Half Yearly Meeting in conjunction with the Swiss Association's Annual General Meeting. Twinning at club level and even at Region/Area level continued to expand as did the Young Ambassadors Exchange Program (YAP) involving India and Associations on the Continent, with the Intention that it would spread to Scandinavia, Great Britain and even South Africa. The year 2004 saw the introduction of the 41- Family Friendship Exchange Program (41 FAMEX), aimed at promoting friendship by exchange visits (mini-tours) between member Associations of 41 International across the globe on a reciprocal basis.

A year after its formation, 41 International produced the first issue of its magazine. Entitled "Flash d'Information" it consisted of four pages in French. No 2 appeared the following year, No 3 three years later, after which it was published yearly, No 5 onwards being re-named the "Courier". Written mainly in English, it frequently contained articles in French, German and, of late, Italian. In 2004 there were two issues, the second one, to save expenses, being on 41 International's website. 41 International's Annual Directory of member Associations first appeared in 1988.

In 1996, Renato Bonfini of the Italian Association (appointed 41 International Webmaster in 2001) first published 41 International's Site on the Internet, extending it to a General Free Site in 1998 with national sites being developed. In 2000 the 41 International domain was registered, the 41 International Site currently hosting eight pages under:

http://wwvv.club41international.com

Although now in its 30th year, no history of 41 International has yet been published nor has one been issued (so far as is known) by any of the member Associations apart from Finland who produced a history in 2004 for their 20th anniversary. The British Association intends to publish a history at the end of its 60th year in May 2005.

lt is to be hoped that things have now settled down and that 41 International will be free to continue unhindered with its original message of:
